11 February 1851 - John Harris Pickens Davis, son of William Kinchen Davis 
and Jane Pickins Davis, was born on this day.  He later went on to become 
known as Judge Davis and married Susan Elizabeth “Lizzie” Ryon.

18 February 1685 -- Robert Cavelier, Sieur de LaSalle established Fort St. 
Louis at Matagorda Bay, and thus formed the basis for France's claim to 
Texas. Two years later, LaSalle was murdered by his own men.
