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 Great great grandson of jefferson davis to speak
at extra fort bend museum lecture

Richmond – In a special addition to the Fort Bend Museum’s spring lecture series, Bertram Hayes Davis, a great great grandson of Jefferson Davis, will speak next Tuesday about the early life of his ancestor, who was president of the Confederate states during the American Civil War.
Bertram has served since 1976 as president of the Davis Family Association and since 1988 as president of the Papers of Jefferson Davis. He is the former executive director of Beauvoir, the last home of Jefferson Davis and the Presidential Library in Biloxi, Mississippi. Over the last 35 years, Bertram has traveled and spoken at a majority of Davis sites throughout the country. He has been interviewed by Life and People and USA Today online.  He was part of The History Channel’s Civil War Documentary and has recently written a series of op-ed articles that have been published in Mississippi, Texas, Kentucky and Virginia. Bertram is currently serving as the President of the Jefferson Davis Foundation.
