On the next Saturday (November 21), the Museum will offer another round of “Playing in the Past,” a program designed especially for children to learn, play and explore history through hands-on activities—including making cornhusk dolls, playing historic games and learning how to build a log cabin. The cost for “Playing in the Past” is a $2 supply fee plus admission; the event will take place between 10 a.m. and 1 p.m.
